Bassett Hall—Located on 585 acres of gardens and rolling woodlands, this 18th-
century frame house was home to John D. Rockefeller Jr. and his wife Abby Aldrich
Rockefeller during the Historic Area restoration. Today the house and gardens look
much the same as they did when the Rockefellers lived there in the 1930s and 1940s.

King’s Arms Tavern —After Jane Vobe opened the King’s Arms Tavern in 1772, it
became one of the town’s most genteel establishments. Present-day diners can savor
traditional southern fare, sumptuous desserts, and after-dinner cordials.
